WHEREAS, Mayor Myers has supported the improvement and expansion of the 

Indianapolis Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO), exhibited by his appreciated 

attendance in joining the Administrative Committee in visiting the Denver Regional Council 

of Governments and the Atlanta Regional Council, which provided many helpful insights to 

apply to the future of the MPO; and 

WHEREAS, Mayor Myers recognized the importance of staff pay for retention, he 

assisted, on behalf of the MPO, in overcoming hurdles for raises; and 

WHEREAS, Mayor Myers has supported the MPO Strategic Plan that will result in a 

independence and broadened scope of work; and 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT: the IRTC hereby honors Mayor 

Myers on the occasion of his retirement as IRTC Policy Committee Chair but looks forward 

to his continued involvement as a dedicated member of the IRTC Policy Committee.
